Passage 2

The architect most responsible for formalizing international Modernisms was Charles-Edouard
Jeanneret-Gris., who chose to be known as Le Corbusier (October 6. 1887 — August 27. 1965):
he was a Swiss-French architect. He was born in Switzerland and became a French citizen in
his 30's. As a young architect he was fortunate enough to work in, the otfices of both Auguste
Perret and Peter Behrens. Architectural critics called him star-crossed chevalier.

From the former he was able to comprehend the possibilities of reinforced concrete: from
the latter he was able to learn the positive implications of combining design with large-scale
mechanization. Both themes came together in his Domino housing scheme (1914-15) with
which he hoped to provide quick, cheap dwellings. Designed as a kit, each unit consisted of a
six-pillared reinforced concrete frame which supported cantilevered slabs of reinforced
concrete. The 'bare bones' design based on strict geometric principles and flexible in the
manner in which the building could be subdivided. highlighted his preoccupation with creating
a new basic system of construction. The walls no longer carried any weight so that they could
be placed anywhere.

Passage 3

By the early 1970s. authorities throughout the world found themselves blowing up high-rise
blocks they had previously thought were the cure to all their housing ills. One notable example
was the Pruitt-igoe project in St Louis, Missouri. This was built between 1955 and 1958 to the
design of Minoru Yamasaki (who also designed the World Trade Center in New York). Hailed
as innovative at its conception, it was in 1972 blown up due to the campaigns of its residents.
Vice versa. one of the most successtul of these schemes is the Byker Development in
Newecastle-upon-Tyne in Britain (1968-81) by Ralph Erskine, Vernon Gracie and Roger
Tillotson. Atthough a mass-housing scheme for 10,000 people, the architects sought the views
of the future residents and even lived on-site. and their office. also on-site, became something
of a social centre. This scheme broke new ground in that the future occupants were consulted
every step ol the way. The architects even lived on site to ensure that they were always
available to the tenants. The result is a low-rise scheme which has kept such familiar



landmarks, and which has attempted to mix shops and offices in with housing to provide a
more normal and traditional way of living.
